Either (a) Some musical instruments arranged on a patterned cloth.

Or (b) ‘Catch of the Day’. An arrangement of objects which reflects this theme.

2 Natural and Man Made Objects
Either (a) Two items of jewellery.
Or (b) A length of frayed and knotted rope.

Or (c) A trailing or creeping plant.

3 The Human Figure

Either (a) One or two figures lying on the floor, playing a board game.

Or (b) A portrait study of a person asleep with their head resting in one hand, or both
hands, on a patterned cushion. As well as the head, the upper body and hands
should be included.

4 Interiors or Exteriors
Either (a) A view inside a vehicle.

Or (b) A crowded room.

Or (c) A view through an upstairs window.
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
